Sipas informatorit tim né krahinat e Dibrés mbretéron njé
anarki e madhe dhe meqé autoritetet osmane nuk béné asnjé pérpje-
kje serioze pér té rivendosur administrimin e tyre, malésorét e pa-
bindur, béjné kérdi né fshatrat knishtere pa u dénuar, dhe banorét e
geté vazhdimisht po i mbajné né gjendje lemeritése.

Para afro gjashté javésh, njé turmé e madhe e atyre maléso-
réve nga nahija e Regés, né Dibrén e Poshtme, u mésy né krahinén
e Tetovés dhe plackiti 200 kreré gjedhé dhe 1.000 dele nga fshati
Gostivar; dhe, pothuajse, né té njéjtén kohé, turma tjetér nga nahi-
ja Kalis, né Lumé, zbriti né rrafshira dhe mori mé se 7.000 dele.

Nga ana tjetér, Dervish pasha nuk mund té mbéshtetej shumé
né forcat ushtarake, té€ cilat ishin té pérbéra pothuajse krejtésisht
nga redifét (rezervistét), kryesisht nga Anadolli, q¢ bértitnin me z¢
té larté pér t'u kthyer né shtépité e veta, sepse sipas urdhénit, redifét
duhej té shpérndaheshin né Magedoni, né Thesali dhe né Epir. Mo-
ra vesh tani se jané béré planet pér t'i léshuar kéta trupa té ushtri-
sé, té cilét do té zévendésohen nga batalionet nizamé (ushtri e rre-
gullt) gé do té shképuten nga armata né Epir.

Prej 24 batalioneve kémbé&sorésh nén komandén e Dervish
pashés, 18 sish jané redifé. Kéto forca jané té shpérndara si vijon:

7 batalione — né Prizren, 10 batalione — né Gjakové e Pejé,
3 batalione — né Lumé, 3 batalione — né Dibér, dhe njé batalion
— né Ferizaj.

I HAVE been assured by a person who is in a position to know,
that Dervish Pasha had the other day to leave Ipek precipitately,
and regain Prisrend by a road not generally used.

My informant told me that Ali Pasha of Goussigné had ascerta-
ined that the mountaineers around Jacova and Ipek were prepa-
ring an ambuscade against Dervish Pasha, and which he was afraid
might even develop into an open attack against the General; he
therefore induced him to at once abandon Ipek, and rejoin the
bulk of his troops at Prisrend as described.

1 have noticed within the last few days a more confident be-
aring in certain Albanian circles, which makes me believe that the
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first effect of Dervish Pasha’s success is wearing off, and that an
attempt may be made to bring down upon him the fate of Mehmed
Ali Pasha; however, I think Dervish Pasha is not likely to lose easi-
ly the mastery he has gained over the Albanians, apd their discon-
nected attempts at opposing the Ottoman authorities.

My Lord, Salonica, June 14, 1881.

I LEARN from persons who have recently visited Prisrend,
and from other private sources, that Dervish Pasha pursues a mo-
derate and lenient policy towards the Albanian Chiefs, who it ap-
pears have been overawed by his late military operations against
the League. They see plainly that it is the power of the Sultan’s
Goverment to punish them; and it is not likely that they will renew
or encourage further rebellious proceedings.

Dervish Pasha has recently visited Djacova and Ipek, and suc-
ceeded in re-establishing the Civil Government there.

The Malisoris od Djacova, the most turbulent of the Albanian
Ghega clans, have made their submission, and sworn compliance
with the military conscription, which my informants say is now
being quietly effected there, as well as at Ipek and Prisrend, and
generally in all the districts of the Vilayet of Cossova. Already 550
Albanian recruits have been selected by lot, and drafted into the
army; and yesterday evening 230 recruits arrived from Prisrend,
and will be embarked to-day in the Turkish mail-steamer for the
Dardanelles and Constantinople.

The Government taxes also are now regilarly levied, and the
most influential mountain Chieftains have promised their co-opera-
tion with the Porte's authority for effecting a regular census, in
order to classify the people for military service, according to their
age and fitness for it; and for fairly assessing the sheep and ,virg-
hu” taxes, two measures which the provincial autohorities had
hitherto never succeeded in effectively carrying out in North-ea-
stern Albania.

Dervish Pasha is now preparing to proceed to Dibra and Mat,
for the purpose of resettling those distrits.

Prisrend is now occupied by ten battalions of infantry, with
two batteries of artillery, and half a regiment of cavalry. Its civil
government has been intrusted to Ferik Mehmed Pasha, who is
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actively engaged in re-establishing, under the supervision of Der-
vish Pasha, the different branches of the Local Administration.

Eight battalions of infantry, with 2 batteries of artillery and

1 squadron of cavalry, occupy Djacova, under the command of
Ferik Moussa Kiazim Pasha, who also acts as Civil Governor.

Three battalions, 1 battery of artillery, an 1 squadron of caval-
ry are stationed at Ipek; 2 battalions occupy Verisovitz; 2, Pristi-
na; 1, Uscup; 2, Dibra; 3 or 4 battalions and 1 battery of artillery
occupy Mitrovitza; and the remainder of Dervish Pasha's army is
employed on the Bulgarian and Servian frontiers.*

The most important measure vhich Dervish Pasha has con-
trived to carry out in the Vilayet of Cossova, and wich will greatly
contribute to the security of the Christian inhabitants, and the ge-
neral tranquillity of the country, is the strict prohibition to carry
arms.

The Austrian Vice-Consul at Uskup, who very recently vesited
Salonica, assured me that this police measure was very rigidly ob-
served in the Sandjak of Uskup, and has already been followed by
a marked decrease of crime and lawlessness; and one of my in-
formants, who arrived here yesterday evening from Prisrend, has
relatid to me the following instance of the determined manner in
which Dervish Pasha enforces this prohibition:

On the 8th instant an Albanian of Prisrend, an oll offender,
Jussuf, son of Rustem, was discovered by the police roaming about
the town with arms in his possession. He refused to surrender, and
shot one of the police before his capture was effected. He was imme-
diately tried by the local court-martial, was condemned to death,
and the following morning was publicly executed in the market-
-place.

All the leading Chieftains who have made their submission to
Dervish Pasha, and co-operate with the authorities in the pacifica-
tion of the country, are kindly treated by his Excellency, who, its is
said, has recommendend several of them to the Porte for service in
the Provincial Administration.

Only a limited number of arrests has been made at Prisrend
of persons who had encouraged overt armed resistance to the Sul-
tan’s Government, or otherwise identified themselves with the Lea-
gue; and as most of them held provincial appointments when they
joined the League, Dervish Pasha is disposed to make an example
of their seditious and treacherous conduct.

Their names are as follows: —

Shuaib Agha, late member of Council of Prisrend; Mehmed
Effendi, late Accountant of Prisrend; Hadji Yonouz Effendi, also

* The Ferik Ahmet Hifzi Pasha carries on the duties of Go-
vernor-General of the Vilayet of Cossova, with Tahir Pasha, Mutessarif
of the Sandjak of Uskub, under him.
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of Prisrend: Abdul Effendi, ex-Mufti, and Mehmed Agha, ex-Chief
of Police, of Uskup; Rauf Effendi, Ulema, of Kalkandelen; and Ab-
dul Bey Phrassari, Notable of Epirus.

One of the most influential and active members of the League
of Prisrend, Hadji Omer Effendi, succeeded in effecting his escape,
to Dulcigno, it is said. His harem, composed of one wife and thref:
children, has been sent to Salonica, and placed under police survei-
llance.

Besides the arrests made at Prisrend, several Tosca Albanian
Notables, suspected of conspiring with the League against the Sul-
tan's authority, have been recently apprehended in Epirus and Ma-
cedonia, and sent to the Dardanelles by order of Dervish Pasha. The
folloving are their names: —

Pertev Effendi, late Kaimakam of Caraferia, and Mustapha
Bey, late Mutessarif of Drama, in Macedonia, Mustapha Pasha, of
Avlona; Omer Bey Vrioni, of Berat; Mustapha Bey, of Janina; Ki-
azim Bey, Mutessarif of Prevesa; and Suleiman Dinos, of Paramy-
thia: all in Epirus.

Of the above, Kiazim Beyv, Mustapha Bey, Suleiman Dinos,
and Pertev Beyv are, I am told, near relations of Abédine Pasha, late
Minister of Foreign Affairs; and two of them were appointed by
him, when Vali of Salonica, to important posts in Macedonia, viz.,
Mustapha Bey as Mutessarif of Drama, and Pertev Bey as Kaima-
kam of Karaferia (Veria).

I also hear that it appears, from the secret correspondence
found in the possession of Abdul Bey Phrassari, that all the above-
-named individuals were more or less engaged as active leaders and
instigators in a design pointing to the separation of North and
South Albania from the Turkish rule, and its erection into two Prin-
cipalities under separate Princes.

I cannot say how far the information which I have reported
in this despatch is to be relied on. Most of it is derived from private
and irresponsible sources, but in several particulars it is corrobo-
rated by my foreign colleagues, and public opinion here generally
acknowledges that Dervish Pasha has, to all appearances, broken
up rule of the League, and reduced the Albanians to submission with
unlooked-for success.

Should this be the case, the Porte now has a favorouble oppor-
tunity for consolidating the authority and prestige of the Sultan by
introducing the reforms recommended by the European Commissi-
on under the XXIIIrd Article of the Treaty of Berlin.

4. CONSUL-GENERAL BLUNT TO EARL GRANVILLE

My Lord, Salonica, August 13, 1881.

I HAVE been informed by persons who have recently visited
Uscup and Pristina, that there are symptoms of considerable agi-
tation in Upper Albania, particularly in the districts of Ipek, Dja-
cova, and Dibra.

It appears that the taking of the Census, as ordered by Der-
vish Pasha, is strogly objected to by the inhabitants, and has given
to acts of insubordination in more than one locality.

In fact, my informants assure me that Dervish Pasha’s efforts
to pacify the country are counteracted by latent spirit of revolt
among the in inhabitabts which may again openly break out upon the
first favourable opportunity.

I have no means of ascertaining how far the above informa-
tion is correct, but that the situation in North Albania is not altoge-
ther satisfactory appears to be in some measure confirmed by the
inclosed translated copy of a recent Proclamation of Dervish Pasha
to the Albanians relative to their attempted evasion of the Census,
and by the request which, I am told, his Excellency has made to the
Porte, by telegraph, that some of the troops about to evacuate
Thessaly should be ordered to proceed to Prisrend and Dibra.

Proclamation of Dervish Pasha, Commander-in-chief of the
Imperial Forces.

(Translation.)

HIS Imperial Majesty the Sultan having issued his august
commands to the effect that a Census be taken of the whole popu-
lation, Moslem and non-Moslem, of Upper Albania, both here and
elsewhere, every effort has been made to carry out the Imperial
wishes by achieving such an important result as a general enume-
ration of the inhabitants. It has, however, come to my notice that
certain persons, intellectually incapable of appreciating the impor-
tance and value of such an undertaking (as is hereby implied), apd
entirely forgetful of their own humble position and of the duties
which they, as faithful and loyal subjects, are bound to perfonp,
have, in defiance of the Imperial commands, refused to have -th{i'll‘
names and those of their families inscribed in the Census Register,
and are, in order to avoid the same, at present in hiding.
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Inasmuch, then, as the exposure of such persons is to be con-
sidered a meritorios deed, I hereby publicly announce that hence-
forth, dating from the appearance of this Proclamation, any one gi-
ving secret intelligence to the chief officials er.lggaged in the work of
taking the Census as to the existence of individuals who are try-
ing to evade the same will receive 100 piasters for every person so
denounced, the incognito of all such informants, be they who they
may, without respect of persons, being regorously observed.

5. CONSUL-GENERAL BLUNT TO EARL GRANVILLE.
My Lord, Salonica, September 12, 1881.

I HAVE the honour to report to your Lordship the following
information, which 1 have derived from a well-informed source,
relative to the situation of affairs at Prisrend and surrounding Al-
banian districts.

The census of the population has been taken without opposi-
tion in the town and districts of Uscup, Kalkandelen, Katchanik,
Pristina, Mitrovitza, and Prisrend; but this measure has not yet
been introduced in the districts of Lower and Uper Dibra, and was
very incompletely effected in those of Ipek and Djacova. The Alba-
nian mountaineers in those districts have assumed a menacing atti-
tude, and in some localities, as was the case at Reka, a large nahié
in district of Djacova, they forcibly expelled the Turkish officials
who had charge of the census registers.

According to my informant great lawlessness reigns in the
districts of Dibra, and as no serious efforts are made by the Otto-
man authorities to re-establish their administration, the refractory
mountaineers ravage the Christian vilages with impunity, and keep
the peaceable inhabitants in a continual state of alarm.

About six weeks ago a large band of those mountaineers from
the Nahié of Retch, in Lower Dibra, made an irruption into the
district of Kalkandelen, and stole 200 head of cattle and 1,000 sheep
from the village of Gostivar; and about the same time another for-
midable band from the Nahié of Kalis, in Lom, came down into the
plains and carried off more than 7,000 sheep.

Dervish Pasha, from all I hear, is very unwilling to resort to
armed coercion, and tries to obtain the submission of the mounta-
ineers by gaining over their Chiefs, who are just as wily as he is, and
put very little faith in his promises.
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On the other hand, the military force at the Pasha’s disposal
is not sufficiently trustworthy, as it is almost entirely composed
of Redifs, chiefly from Anatolia, who are loudly clamouring to be
sent back to their homes, in virtue of the order for the disbandment
of the Redifs in Macedonia, Thessaly, and Epirus; and I now learn
that arrangements have been made to dismiss these troops, and
replace them by Nizam battalions to be detached from the army in
Epirus.

Of the 24 battalions of infantry under Dervish Pasha’s immedi-
ate orders, 18 are composed of Redifs. This force is distributed as
follows: —

7 battalions at Prisrend: 10 battalions at Djacova and Ipek;
3 battalions at Lom; 3 battalions at Dibra; and 1 battalion at Veri-
sovitz.

will reside at Ipek, and be subordinate to the Governor-General of
the Vilayet of Cossova. _ ‘ .

Ali Pasha, of Gussinjé, one of the most prominent Albanian
Notables, has been appointed Mutessarif of this new sandjak, with
power to nominate Albanian Chiefs as Kaimakams of the five dis-

7. CONSUL-GENERAL BLUNT TO EARL GRANVILLE.
My Lord, Salonica, October 12, 1881.
With reference to my despatches No. 111 and 114, dated re-

spectively the 27th September and 4th instant, relative to Albanian
a?fairs. thave the honour to further report to your Lordship that
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the Pasha of Salonica received early this morning an official tele-
gram from Prisrend stating that Dervish Pasha marched from that
place yesterday morning for Dibra at the head of twenty battalions.
The troops under Dervish Pasha are now entirely composed of re-
gulars, a great part, if not the whole of them, from Anatolia. Thir-
teen of the battalions have been detashed from the army corps of
Thessaly and Epirus, and five from the division of Scodra.

I also hear that the Albanian Notable of Kalkandelen, Hassan
Pasha, has been appointed Mutessarif of the Sandjak of Prisrend, in
the room of Ferik Mehmed Pasha, recalled to Constantinople.

Dervish Pasha hopes to gratify and conciliate the Ghega Alba-
nians by transferring the civil government of the country to their
Chiefs: but I think this system of government will in the long run
be attended with inconvenience, if not danger, for the Albanian
Chiefs are capricious and not entirely to be depended upon; and
should add that neither Ali Pasha of Gusinjé, lately appointed Go-
vernor of the new Sandjak of Ipek, nor the above-named Hassan
Pasha, have had any administrative experience.

Suaib Effendi, Vice-President of the League of Prisrend, and
the notorious Tosca Albanian agitator Abdul Bey Phrassari, with
several other individuals who were concernedin the late movement
against the Government, have been exiled to Asia Minor.

Hadji Omer Effendi, the President of the League, is still at
Dulcigno, and has claimed and obtained the protection of the Mon-
tenegrin Government; his family is detained at Salonica under poli-
ce surveillance.

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9. CONSUL-GENERAL BLUNT TO EARL GRANVILLE.

My Lord, Salonica, February 26, 1882

WITH reference to the situation of affairs in the Vilayet of
Cossova, I have the satisfaction to report to your Lordship that most
of the Albanian and Bulgarian brigand gangs which infested the
distrits of Uscup, Pristina, Geilan, and Comanova, and the coun-
try in the vicinity of the Bulgarian and Servian frontiers, have dis-
persed; and that T have heard from persons who have recently vi-
sited the Sandjaks of Novi-Bazar, Prisrend, and Dibra that the
Ghega Albanians in those provinces and the adjacent districts of
Ochrida, Ipek, and Jacova are quiet, and apparently reconciled to
the administrative arrangements made by Dervish Pasha. I am assu-
red that the taxes are now more regularly paid, that cattle-lifting
and blood-feuds, and other social disorders, are less frequent, and
that generally the authority of the law is more felt and respected.

But my informants also state that this improvement in the
situation may eventually be disturbed by the insurrection in the
neighbouring Provinces of Herzegovina and Bosnia; and although
they admit that at present are no signs of political agitation on
this side of the border, still they apprehend that the Albanians will
be excited by their sentiments of nationality and religion to assist
the movement should it spread southwards.

Some such apprehension is also harboured by the Austro-Hun-
garian military authorities in the Sandjak of Novi-Bazar, for I
know for certain that the General in command of the Austrian
troops at Taslidza (Plevljé) has lately confidentially informed the
Ottoman frontier authorities that large stores of arms, destined for
the insurgents in Herzegovina, were concealed by Albanian Chiefs
in the town of Mitrovitza. I should also add that Dervish Pasha’s
departure for the Vilayet of Cossova, immediatelly after he returned
here from his tour in the Sandjaks of Drama and Serres, was
for the purpose, I am credibly informed, of inquiring into the truth
of the above report, and recommending, at the same time, to the
serious attention of the Governors of Novi-Bazar, Prisrend, and Ipek
the necessity of carefully watching the frontier in order to prevent
the Albanians giving any aid and encouragement to the rebels aga-

inst the Austrian Government.

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10. SOME OBSERVATIONS ON THE PRESENT STATE OF
DARDANIA (INCLUDING THE VILAYET OF COSSOVA
AND PART OF THE VILAYET OF MONASTIR), BY
Mr. A. EVANS.

THE present distribution of vilayets in the Upper Albania is
altogether artificial and apparently unintelligible. Thus, while Uskup
(Skopje) and Pristina are included in the Vilayet of Cossova, the
neighbouring and geographically inseparable districts of Tetovo
(Kalkandelen) and Prisrend are placed under the distant Govern-
ment of Monastir! This partitionment has very probably a military
object, since in the case of an Albanian movement in the Shar ran-
ges the troops of two vilayets could be employed to crush it wit-
hout any derangement of the normal distribution of forces. But
it is also not impossibly due to a not unnatural dread on the part
of the Porte of placing too large an Albanian district under the com-
mand of any Pasha who might be tempted to play an ambitous ga-
me. Although the recent disturbances regarding the Montenegrin
frontier question were local and mainly confined to the Catholic
mountaineers of the Scodra district, they certainly have found an
echo on this side of the Shar Dagh, and the Turkish authorities
found it advisable to send several additional battalions to Gussinjé
and other point. At the present moment the Albanian League may
be said to be dormant, but there is ample evidence of the prolongati-
on of the movement of which it was a symptom. It may be said with
truth that in the Vilayet of Kossova and the neighbouring Old Dar-
danian districts, wherever the Albanian element preponderates Tur-
kish authoritity exists, because it is not exercised. Even in the
Mutessariflik of Uskub, the most peaccable part of the country, no
Turkish official dares venture into one of the Albanian mountain
villages unsupported by a considerable troop. These Albanian moun-
taineers are well armed, mostly with Government Martini-Henrys,
and they are continually tyrannizing over their Christian neighbours;
but through they constitute an eventual menace to the Turkish Go-
vernment, there is an apparent disposition and there has been no
serious attepmt to disarm them. The local Turkish officials, and this
is a significant symptom, rather cultivate their goodwill. They (the
Turks) speak with more than tolerance of the Albanian idea of for-
ming e vassal State under the Sultan, and I have heard Turkish
officers here openly execrate Dervish Pasha, whose treacherous sei-
zure of the Albanian Chiefs at Uskup put a temporary extinguisher
on the , League”. It must, moreover, be remembered that while Pa-
shas, Mutessarifs, and Mudirs are perpetually changing, the Moha-
mmedan religious officers sit en permanence in the divans of the
konak and the local Medjliss, and exercise e very real control over
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the administration. This Mahommedan religious influence is all on
the side of the Albanian true believers, and any functionary who
should ignore it sets in motion a whole machinery of intrigue ra-
mifying to Stamboul. "

11. CONSUL-GENERAL BLUNT TO Mr. WYNDHAM.

Sir, Salonica, March 3, 1885.

THE dispatch of troops to Prisrend, which I reported telegra-
phically to you on the Ist and 2nd instant, goes far to confirm the
information conveyed in my telegram of the 15th ultimo relative to
apprehended disturbances in that district.

Not having yet succeeded in securing the services of a trust-
worthy correspondent at that place, I am unable, I regret to say, to
furnish you with accurate information from the spot as to what has
occurred; but the dispatch at the present moment of additional
troops to that direction has created considerable sensation here,
and given rise to all kinds of rumours, among others, that the Alba-
nians at Prisrend are in a state of open rebellion.

The inclosed letter from a gentleman at Uscup, who has occa-
sionally furnished me with information on passing events in the
Vilayet of Cossova, throws some light on the situation; but I have
gathered from Turkish sources that the incidents to which my cor-
respondent refers relative to the levying of a municipal tax on im-
ports and exports are not directly connected with what is passing
at Prisrend, which is included in the Vilayet of Monastir, and not
that of Cossova.

The following troops have been dispatched to Prisrend and
Mitrovitza within the last few days: —

One battalion of infantry and one battery of Horse Artillery
from the Salonica Division; two battalions of infantry from the
army corps at Monastir.

One battalion of infantry from the Serfidje Division.

Further, as I telegraphed you yesterday evening, I know for
certain that the Manager of the Salonica Railway has received or-
ders from the local military authorities to prepare special trains
for the dispatch of two more battalions of infantry and one battery
of artillery to Mitrovitza. I have not vet heard from where these
additional troops are to be drawn. _

The authorities here, from all I observe, consider the situa-
tion in Prisrend as surrounded with difficulties, and not easy for
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the Government to deal with without most energetic action, which
may even lead to bloodshed. _ . .

They, above all, fear that any serious disturbances in Upper
Albania at the present moment will be availed of by the political
Committees in Bulgaria and East Roumelia as a favourable oppor-
tunity for starting an insurrection in Macedonia.

Should their fears in this respect be confirmed the position
in this province will become very serious indeed. Lamentable occu-
rrences, similar to those that took place in Bulgarian in 1876, may
result from inadequate military means at the disposal of the autho-
rities to meet the emergency.

I HAVE the honour to inclose, for your information, an ex-
trat from a recent letter from a correspondent at Novi-Bazar, who
is in a position to be well informed as to passing events in that
district.

He states that the inhabitants of Novi-Bazar, who are all Bos-
nians, partly Mahommedans and partly Christians, take no part
and have little sympathy with the Albanians. Also that perfect tran-
quillity reigns on the Austrian and Servian frontiers.

Reassuring news has been recived from Prisrend: telegraphic
communication has been re-established with that place, and the
Ferik, Veisel Pasha, had arrived there with part of the troops con-
centrated at Verisovich; the Foreign Consuls and Christian inhabi-
tants have suflfered no violence, and on the whole it would seem
that the display of force has impressed the Albanians that the Por-
te is in earnest, and determined to maintain order and tranquillity.

On the contrary, I am assured that the
state of affairs on the Greek frontier has very much improved, and
that the Greek troops co-operate with the Turkish troops in main-
taining order and tranquillity.

Mr. Vice-Consul Blakeney reports that the notorious brigand
Chief, Apostolaki, was recently pursued, and killed by Turkish and
Greek troops.

No serious disordes have occurred this summer in the districts
of Catterina, Karaferia (Veria), and Cassandra; and the Vice-Consuls
at Cavalla, Drama, and Serres report that these sandjaks are com-
paratively quiet. Some brigands who recently appeared in the San-
djak of Serres have been vigorously pursued and destroyed by the
Turkish troops.

It is in the Vilayet of Janina, and more particularly in that
of Monastir, that brigandage is still very rife. A few days ago Greek
brigands kidnapped an Italian gentleman and his wife in the vici-
nity of Mezzovo, in Epirus; and within the last two months several
well-to-do Turks and Christians have been carried off by Albanian
and Bulgarian brigands in Florina, Coritza, Perlepé, and others
districts in the Vilayet of Monastir.

My correspondent in the Vilayet of Cossova informs me that
brigandage still exists in the immediate vicinity of Bulgaria and
Servia, and that the Turkish authorities complain that the Bulgari-
an and Servian frontier troops take no serious measures to sup-
press the evil.

With regard to the state of affairs in Prisrend, in Upper Alba-
nia, I have been assured byth Roman Catholic Bishop of that dist-
rict, during his recent visit to Salonica, that the disaffected Alba-
nians have been overawed by the large force (8,000 men) concentra-
ted there under the orders of Veisel Pasha.

This general officer has seized and exiled to Asia Minor the
leading authors of the late disturbances, and succeeded in enfor-
cing the military conscription and the pavment of arrears of taxes
due to the Goverment.
